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The pedagogy of dance

Our study examines the characteristics of dance pedagogy from different perspectives. Our
aim has been to introduce a less researched pedagogical discipline, which is not generally
known even by the pedagogy major students. We had difficulties because of the lack of the
sources and references, as no particular methodology exists in the field of study, not even in
central library of the Hungarian Dance Academy. Therefore, our study is based not only on
written sources, but on interviews conducted with dance pedagogues.

We conducted our research in three art schools — at the II. Rdk6czi Ferenc Primary School of
Arts, at the Secondary School of Arts in Pécs and at the Hungarian Dance Academy.

Our aim was to compare the curriculum and the pedagogic methodology of these schools with
the curriculum in general education. In this process our own experiences were especially
helpful, because one of us attended the conventional/general class, while the other one of us
attended a class specialised in dance.

Our further aim was to direct the focus of scientific interest on dance, since the first
educational institution of dance in Hungary claims university status. With this study, we
would like to support the effort to emphasize the importance of dance as a science.
